It examines: (1)
the relative emphases and silences in analyses of different sites of religious practice, sensuous geographies, popu-
lation constituents, religions, geographies and scales of analyses; (2) the rise in the discourse of postseculariza-
tion; and (3) four contemporary global shifts (growing urbanization and social inequality, deteriorating environ-
ments, ageing populations, and increasing human mobilities), the ways in which religion shapes human response
to them, and the implications for new research agendas.
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
