Abstract: Western geographers started to analyze masculinity in the late 1970s. The analysis first appeared in
feminist studies in order to demonstrate a parallel between women and men. The most popular concept is
hegemonic masculinity. Influenced by the emerging notion of cultural politics, geographers deploy a
constructionist approach to integrate multiple views of social geography, cultural studies, and gender studies into
their analyses of masculinity in various contexts. In general, geographers focus on the process of masculine
identity construction and how different social and spatial contexts shape this process. This article reviews human
geographers' work on masculinity so as to provoke more research interest among geographers in mainland China
in exploring this important topic.
